
Isaiah 32:14-18
For the palace is for-
saken, the populous city 
deserted; the hill and the 
watchtower will become 
dens forever, a joy of wild 
donkeys, a pasture of 
flocks; until the Spirit is 
poured upon us from on 
high, and the wilderness 
becomes a fruitful field, 
and the fruitful field is 
deemed a forest. Then 
justice will dwell in the 
wilderness, and right-
eousness abide in the 
fruitful field. And the 
effect of righteousness 
will be peace, and the re-
sult of righteousness, 
quietness and trust for-
ever. My people will 
abide in a peaceful habita-
tion, in secure dwellings, 
and in quiet resting 
places.

Isaiah 44:1-5
But now hear, O Jacob my 
servant, Israel whom I 
have chosen! Thus says 
the LORD who made you, 
who formed you from the 
womb and will help you: 
Fear not, O Jacob my ser-
vant, Jeshurun whom I 
have chosen.  For I will 
pour water on the thirsty 
land, and streams on the 
dry ground; I will pour my 
Spirit upon your offspring, 
and my blessing on your 
descendants. They shall 
spring up among the grass 
like willows by flowing 
streams. This one will say, 
ʻI am the LORD’s,’ an-
other will call on the name 
of Jacob, and another will 
write on his hand, ʻThe 
LORD’s,’ and name him-
self by the name of Israel.”

Ezekiel 39:25-29
Therefore thus says the 
Lord GOD: Now I will re-
store the fortunes of Jacob 
and have mercy on the 
whole house of Israel, and I 
will be jealous for my holy 
name. They shall forget 
their shame and all the 
treachery they have prac-
ticed against me, when they 
dwell securely in their land 
with none to make them 
afraid, when I have brought 
them back from the peoples 
and gathered them from 
their enemies’ lands, and 
through them have vindi-
cated my holiness in the 
sight of many nations. Then 
they shall know that I am the 
LORD their God, because I 
sent them into exile among 
the nations and then assem-
bled them into their own 
land. I will leave none of 
them remaining among the 
nations anymore. And I will 
not hide my face anymore 
from them, when I pour out 
my Spirit upon the house of 
Israel, declares the Lord 
GOD.

Joel 2:28-32
And it shall come to pass 
afterward, that I will pour 
out my Spirit on all flesh; 
your sons and your daugh-
ters shall prophesy, your 
old men shall dream 
dreams, and your young 
men shall see visions. 
Even on the male and fe-
male servants in those 
days I will pour out my 
Spirit. And I will show 
wonders in the heavens 
and on the earth, blood 
and fire and columns of 
smoke. The sun shall be 
turned to darkness, and 
the moon to blood, before 
the great and awesome 
day of the LORD comes. 
And it shall come to pass 
that everyone who calls 
on the name of the LORD 
shall be saved. For in 
Mount Zion and in 
Jerusalem there shall be 
those who escape, as the 
LORD has said, and 
among the survivors shall 
be those whom the LORD 
calls.

Zechariah 12:7-10
And the LORD will give 
salvation to the tents of Ju-
dah first, that the glory of 
the house of David and the 
glory of the inhabitants of 
Jerusalem may not surpass 
that of Judah. On that day 
the LORD will protect the 
inhabitants of Jerusalem, 
so that the feeblest among 
them on that day shall be 
like David, and the house 
of David shall be like God, 
like the angel of the LORD, 
going before them. And on 
that day I will seek to de-
stroy all the nations that 
come against Jerusalem. 
And I will pour out on the 
house of David and the in-
habitants of Jerusalem a 
spirit of grace and pleas for 
mercy, so that, when they 
look on me, on him whom 
they have pierced, they 
shall mourn for him, as one 
mourns for an only child, 
and weep bitterly over him, 
as one weeps over a first-
born.
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
