[2] Nadab, Son of Jeroboam I (909-907 BC)

[3] Baasha. Son of Ahijah (908-885 BC)
[4] Elah, Son of Baasha (886-884 BC)

[6] Tibni, Son of Ginath (885-879 BC)

[7] Omri, Commander under Elah (885-873 BC)
[8] Ahab, Son of Omri (874-852 BC)

[10] Joram (Jehoram), Son of Ahab (852-840 BC)

[11] Jehu, Officer under Ahab (841-813 BC)
[12] Jehoahaz, Son of Jehu (814-797 BC)
[13] Jehoash (Joash), Son of Jehoahaz (798-781 BC)
[14] Jeroboam II, Son of Jehoash (793-752 BC)
[15] Zechariah, Son of Jeroboam II (753-753 BC)

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(1 Kings 14:7)  Go, tell Jeroboam, 
‘Thus says the LORD, the God of 
Israel: “Because I exalted you from 
among the people and made you 
leader over my people Israel...”

(1 Kings 16:1-2)   And the word of 
the LORD came to Jehu the son of 
Hanani against Baasha, saying, “Since 
I exalted you out of the dust and made 
you leader over my people Israel...”
(1 Kings 16:16)  Therefore all Israel 
made Omri, the commander of the 
army, king over Israel that day in the 
camp.

(2 Kings 9:6)  And the young man 
poured the oil on his [Jehu’s] head, 
saying to him, “Thus says the LORD, 
the God of Israel, I anoint you king over 
the people of the LORD, over Israel.”
(2 Kings 10:30)  And the LORD said to 
Jehu, “Because you have done well in 
carrying out what is right in my eyes, 
and have done to the house of Ahab 
according to all that was in my heart, 
your sons of the fourth generation shall 
sit on the throne of Israel.”

(1 Kings 16:21)  Then the people of 
Israel were divided into two parts. Half 
of the people followed Tibni the son 
of Ginath, to make him king, and half 
followed Omri.

(1 Kings 12:20)  And when all Israel 
heard that Jeroboam had returned, 
they sent and called him to the 
assembly and made him king over all 
Israel.
